California Friendly Landscape Training class for all South Bay 

residents. These on going classes are sponsored by West Basin 

Municipal Water District, The Metropolitan Water District of 

Southern California, and Golden State Water Company. 
 

The purpose of CFLT class is to teach 

the latest sustainable materials and techniques 

I landscaping. The course covers use of: 

Native and edible plants, water-efficient 
irrigation devices (drip irrigation, "smart ñsprinkler controllers), 
rain water capture and permeable materials 

on-site water retention to reduce water run-off and pollution to the ocean 
 

There are six elements of a California Friendly Landscape 

1. Take a Watershed Approach  2. Build a Living Soil Sponge 

3. Evaluate Your Site   4.  Right Plant, Right Place 

5.  Rainwater as a Resource  6.  Manage your Irrigation

in the ñFree Holiday Lights Exchangeò event where residents of all 
the cities of South Bay took advantage of the possibility to change 2 
strings of their old electricity-guzzling incandescent holiday lights for 
two new energy-efficient LED strings. LED lights use 80% less 
energy than incandescent lights. The LED strings were provided by 
our energy efficiency partner, Southern California Edison (SCE) 
Company. The only condition for participation in the exchange was 

the requirement to be a SCE costumer. Besides exchanging the light 

strings, the volunteer staff provided materials and information on 
the services and programs that SBESC has in the South Bay. 
 

This event was a huge success. By the last day at noon we had given 
away all of the 250 boxes of LED lights that we had in stock. Maybe one 
reason for all of this success was the media that visited us in those three days which included KNX Radio, 
CBS, Torrance CitiCABLE, USC AnnenbergTV, and NTD Chinese cable TV. 
 

Finally, is important to say, that all the old incandescent light strings were recycled at ECOTECH Recycling, 
company 2 blocks away from the SBESC on Del Amo Blvd.  ECOTECH is a company that recycles electronic 
waste (e-waste).

Traditional and Alternative Energies

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What do we really know about energy and its various 

forms? While we use and interact with it every day, 

energy is there whenever we need it, so it's easy to 

forget where it comes from, or how much it costs.   We 

donôt always know the details and history behind our 

energy. We use energy every day without even think-

ing about it. You drive to work or to the store or you 

take a hot shower or wash dishes using hot water and 

appliances. 
 

There are different types of energy and each type has 

its own respective uses: Crude Oil, Natural Gas, Coal, 

Nuclear, Hydroelectric, Wind, Bio Fuels, Geothermal, 

and Solar. 
 

Energy is not free to produce; it costs money, time and resources. 

Wasting energy isn't good for the environment either. Most of the 

energy sources we depend on, like coal and natural gas, can't be replaced once we use them up - they're 

gone forever. Another problem is that most forms of energy can cause pollution while in the production proc-

ess. 
 

Some of the most common sources of energy used in the USA are:  

¶ Gasoline and diesel fuel are used to power vehicles 

and other engines. Gasoline is a petroleum-based fuel 

that gives us a lot of power but also pollutes our envi-

ronment a lot.  
 

¶ Natural gas is used it for a lot of things, including 

stoves and ovens for cooking, as well as, furnaces for 

heating our homes in winter. Natural gas can also be 

used to power our vehicles. Buses, in particular, are a 

major user of it. Natural gas produces carbon monoxide, 

but much less than petroleum-based fuel. The Los Ange-

les County Metropolitan Transportation Authority retired 

its last diesel bus in January 2011 to become the only 

major transit agency in the nation at that time running 

entirely on alternative fuel. Thatôs more than 2,000 

buses powered by natural gas. 

 

What about alternative cleaner energy sources? With the price of 

gasoline continuing to go up, we are now looking into more effi-

cient cars and alternative fuel sources. Electricity is a major 

source.  While not a new source, it is very popular. Hybrid cars, running on a mix of gasoline and electricity, 

are very efficient. As an added incentive for California owners, having an electric hybrid might also allow you 

to get in the carpool lanes on the freeway.
